RE: Resolution 2024-020: Plan and TIP Amendments: 3rd Quarter State Fiscal Year 2024 

ACTION REQUESTED 
The Board of Directors is asked to approve Resolution 2024-020, which approves amendments to 
NOACA’s Long-Range Plan (Plan) and the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) to include the 
proposed projects as indicated. 
 
The Transportation Subcommittee and Planning and Programming Committee support this action. 
 
BACKGROUND/JUSTIFICATION FOR CURRENT ACTION 
 
The Long Range Plan (Plan) provides a 20-year outlook for projects and regional transportation needs. 
The Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) is the four-year program that implements the 
investment priorities established in the 20-year Plan and contains funding commitments for the 
upcoming four years. As such, some projects are to be amended to both the Plan and TIP and others 
to the TIP only. 

The proposed amendments to the Plan and the state fiscal year (SFY) 2024 – 2027 TIP include projects 
being processed through NOACA’s project planning review (PPR) process. The projects include 
projects proposed by project partners for NOACA’s Regional Strategy for Coordinating Funding 
Opportunities. These projects represent transportation needs in the region and will all be added to the 
Illustrative list of the LRP. Inclusion of these projects in the Plan may increase their chances for success 
to receive discretionary federal funding. The projects also include roadway projects sponsored by the 
Cuyahoga County Department of Public Works, the Greater Cleveland Regional Transit Authority 
(GCRTA), the Geauga County Engineer and the Cuyahoga Valley National Park (CUVA).  The 
amendments also include an increase in the construction cost estimate for a major rehabilitation project, 
sponsored by the Ohio Department (ODOT), along IR-90, from the Hilliard Road interchange to West 
Boulevard, in Rocky River, Lakewood and Cleveland.

FINANCIAL IMPACT 
The cost of the proposed projects being amended to the Plan and TIP is $1.7 billion. The projects only 
being amended to the Plan will be included on the illustrative list of the LRP. The cost of the rehabilitation 
projects along Clague Road and I-90 is $148.9 million. 
Funding for the projects being amended in the TIP is committed and/or planned from a variety of federal, 
state, and local sources. Federal funding is provided by the Federal Highway Administration and the 
Federal Transit Administration and administered through the Ohio Department of Transportation. 

CONCLUSION/NEXT STEPS 
With Board approval, the amendments will be incorporated into the NOACA Plan and/or the statewide 
TIP amendment in April 2024.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS 

 OF THE 
NORTHEAST OHIO AREAWIDE COORDINATING AGENCY 

WHEREAS, the Northeast Ohio Areawide Coordinating Agency (NOACA) is the Metropolitan 
Planning Organization (MPO) for the counties of Cuyahoga, Geauga, Lake, Lorain, Medina, and the City of 
Cleveland and the areawide water quality management agency for the same region; and 

WHEREAS, the Congress of the United States, through law, and the U.S. Department of 
Transportation, through regulation, have determined that a long-range transportation plan and a 
Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) that include federal-aid transportation projects expected to be 
implemented during their time frames, shall be prepared; and 

WHEREAS, the NOACA Board of Directors’ Regional Transportation Investment Policy (Resolution 
No. 2015-015) requires that all proposed federal-aid transportation projects be processed through project 
planning review in order to meet transportation plan goals and federal requirements; and 

WHEREAS, the following projects are proposed amendments to the NOACA long-range plan 
(eNEO2050) and state fiscal year (SFY) 2024-2027 TIP: 

i. Roadway Rehabilitation on Clague Road in North Olmsted – PID No. 113260: This project 
involves rehabilitation and resurfacing of Clague Rd. in N. Olmsted between Lorain Rd. and 
Marion Rd.  

ii. Greater Cleveland Regional Transit Authority (GCRTA) SFY 2024 OTP2 EV Planning for Electric 
Vehicles 

iii. Roadway Resurfacing on Station Road in Brecksville - This project involves repaving Station 
Road, the Station Parking Lot and improving drainage systems, in Brecksville. 

iv. Roadway Rehabilitation on Wilson Mills Road in Geauga County - This project involves 
rehabilitation along Wilson Mills Road, from SR-306 to Thwing Road, in Chester Township and 
Munson Township. 

v. CUY IR 090 06.69 Major Rehab from the Hilliard Rd.  interchange to West Blvd., in Rocky River, 
Lakewood and Cleveland. 

vi. Projects to be Amended to NOACA’s Long Range Plan eNEO2050 - This project involves 
amending 26 projects to the regional Long Range Plan. 
 

WHEREAS, the above projects are excluded from regional emissions analysis and as such do not 
affect the existing TIP’s air quality conformity determination; and 

WHEREAS, the above projects are consistent with current financial forecasts and plans; and 

WHEREAS, it is expected that the project sponsors will, in good faith, endeavor to address comments 
and recommendations raised during project planning review and will provide evidence of such, prior to the 
project advancing; and 

WHEREAS, the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (IIJA), the federal authorization legislation, 
requires the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and the Federal Transit Administration (FTA), in 
consultation with States, MPOs, and other stakeholders, to establish performance measures in the areas of 
safety, infrastructure condition, congestion reduction, system reliability, freight movement and economic 
vitality, environmental  sustainability, reduced project delivery delays, transit asset management and transit
